AlUIla’s sites tell of ancient times,
when civilisations flourished in its
lush oases. A trading route hub,

it was criss-crossed by caravans
loaded with incense, spices, beads,
glazed ceramics and more, its
mountains echoing with the music
of different tongues. Hegra, a
UNESCO World Heritage site, was
the Nabataean Kingdom'’s principal
southern city, where the elite buried
their dead in elaborate cliffside

tombs. Important information

is being discovered about water
management and agriculture
practices from the ancient city

of Dadan, in new, ongoing
excavations. At Jabal lkmah,

you will find hundreds of ancient
written inscriptions describing
pilgrimages, rituals and offerings.
AlUla overflows with archaeological
riches, and more are discovered
every day.
